	4. Quality Assurance system for Basic Education

	This shall materialize within AY 2024-2025.

	5. Internationalization
	· Within 2024-2025, SMU and SLC need to conduct benchmarking with CICM sister schools and forge partnership with Laudato si International Movement.
· There is a plan to have an international benchmarking in Vietnam. The tentative date will be October 31-November 3, 2024.
	The body planned to look for sponsors for strengthened internationalization affairs, such as international benchmarking activity with reputable basic education schools.

	6. MATATAG Curriculum
	· Part of the action plan is the inclusion of the MATATAG Curriculum where at the end of A.Y. 2024-2025, 100% of the CICM Basic Education Schools have implemented the said curriculum in Kinder, Grades 1, 4 and 7.
	Thus, administrators and faculty must attend to capacity-building training programs for the MATATAG curriculum.
